The winter weather during the months of 
January and February can be unpredictable, so if we 
have snow, ice or severe weather, please check the 
Mater Ecclesiae Facebook page for event cancellations.

However, please remember that our rectory 
residence is attached to the church, so Mass will never 
be cancelled.  Please do not call the rectory to ask if 
Mass will be celebrated during bad weather.  The 
answer is yes.  BUT we do not want anyone to travel 
during bad weather. Very often, the governor of New 
Jersey will issue a State of Emergency order during 
winter storms that restricts travel to emergency vehicles 
only.  Everyone else is supposed to stay off the roads.   

If you do not watch the local news on television, 
then turn on your radio to KYW News Radio, 1060 AM 
or 103.9 FM to get the weather forecast for the greater 
Philadelphia area.

 Please contact the Rectory well in advance so that 
preparations can be arranged. 
 
 When you contact the office, we will email you a 
PDF of our Baptismal Register Form, which details all of 
the information needed for the Sacramental Records.  It is 
important that the form is filled in legibly and completely 
for our records.  Once the form is completed and returned, 
Father Pasley will contact you to complete the preparation 
process and arrange a date for the Baptism. 
 
 Godparents who are not members of Mater 
Ecclesiae must have an official letter of eligibility from 
their home parish confirming that they are practicing 
Catholics, in good standing and are eligible to be 
sponsors.  The letter should be sent directly to Mater 
Ecclesiae from their parish.

Please note that our voicemail system is sometimes unreliable.  The 
most common problems we have when trying to retrieve phone 
messages are: 
 

 Poor reception with phone static and background noise that 
obscures the caller’s voice making the message 
unintelligible.   

 If the message is too long it can cut off before the caller 
leaves a callback number. 

 If the caller does not speak clearly, the message can be 
indecipherable. 

 

An Email has many advantages: 
 

 It is a written record that is delivered quickly. 
 It can be forwarded to the appropriate person. 
 It can be archived for future reference.
